Ben Barton is a Folkestone-based artist who works on paper and film. As well as publishing 

his writing in books and magazines, he also handcrafts ‘visual poems’ on super-8 film. 
 

Known as ‘the cinema of small gestures’, these short, nostalgic pieces reveal a world of crucifixes, 

Hollywood glamour, fairytales, undead brides, dancing insects and lost home movies. 
 

Since 2008 they have been selected for over 25 film festivals, and have also screened at 

many film nights and art events. This has included galleries, cinemas and universities in 

London, Brighton, Edinburgh, Dublin, Berlin, Athens, Tokyo and Beijing.  
 

The films have also been selected by the BBC for the ‘Big Screen’ UK outdoor screening project 

and broadcast several times on Sky television in the UK.
